The Supreme Council has now given the Anglo French 

Purchasing Boar d the necessary aut horit y to go ahead with 

the air programme, within certain broad limits , as soon as 

it i s known offic ially t hat releases have been granted .

The onlT change of significance in the export cargo 

situati on is the increase in the demand for ship' s space to lift 

steel. There was a a gain of about 15~ in orders for steel 

received in lfareh and the greater part of this gain i s attributed 

to export orders, some companies reporting that 15 to 2~ of their 

orders ere foreign and it is estimated that 1~ of the production 

ot all companies -in the United States i s going into export ebannels. 

Great Britain is the largest b~er. In this connection it is 

reported that the British Kinistry vessels ere going to be required 

to carry much larger percentages of their cargoes in the form of 

steel. 

The railroads at New York are continuing to lighter an 

average ,of 700 ears per da7 for export.

Exnort t re1ght rece1ots levelling out 

Receipts or tre1ght for export at New York dur1ng March 
have held at appr ox imat ely the February level, ranging between 
4,000 and ~ .500 care per week. (See Chart 1 and table at ­
tached). Weekly reoe1pt e ot export freight at 9 other North 
Atlantic ports during March averaged 8ligbt1y hlgber than in 
February, but t hey have ahovn a declining tendency i n recent 
..-eeke . 

Light erage f rei ght in storage declines f urther 

The volume or f reight actually exported from New York 
during March (see Chart 2) has been great er t han r eceipts ot 
expor t treigbt •·ould ind1oate, averaging higher than in 
February, since exoort freight in storage has been steadily 
reduced.

Boring weather affects steel buying 

The aooearanoe of warmer weather has been influential in 

etep9i ng up- t he volume of steel buying by domestic purohaeere , 

according to reporte from trade eouroee. Steel buying last 

wee!:, which brought t he beet gain in several months, aooordJ.ng 

to trade reports, wae eepeoially act i ve among middle western 

and southern purchasers. In those areas tbe weather bas turned 

mor e f avorable for farm operations, bringing an increased demand 

for f arm implements and miscellaneous at eel p.roduote. Substan­

tial exoort orders, and a depletion of consumers' steel inven­

tories, according to t he Iron Age, have contributed to the 

i moroved volume of buying. 

The spring wea t her has also &timulated t he deMand for con­

struction materials. Inquiries for structural steel last week 

e.cgrega ted 32,000 tone, t he highest weekly figure eo far this 

year , which comparee Vith 8,025 tone in the previous week.

The Chancellor or the Exchequer was asked a 

great many questions in the Hous e of Commons this 

a.ttcrnoon about the British exchang e control wh1ch 

h£ answered by circulating the following prepared 

statement:
