You have read Lhe warnings
soundasd by the nation's major
atock exchanges, by big member
firma, by the Securities and Ex-
ehange Commission against buy-
ing common atocks on tips and
rumors. These are amber aignals.

Simultaneously, hardly a day
passes without someone telling you
of the profits they are making in
“the markel.” (Some of these may
bs paper profits that never will be
realized.) Aiso, Mou hear it re-
peated that the purcase of com-
mon stocka is your one big hedge
agalnst the loss “in purchasing
power of your dollar,

In the face of theu conflicting
penitiments I asked an official of
the New York Stock Exchange,
“What can people do?"

“What worries us,” he replied,
“is the blind faith people are pin-
ning on the market for quick
profite®

To {llustrate, he told that =»
securities salesman recently re-
ported that a client phoned and
placed an order for a stock the
salesman never had heard of.
When he asked his éllent what he
knew about the ' company, the
client replied that he knew nothe
ing and wanted to waste no time in
research. He wanted to buy.

Agresd that none of us should
huy on rumor, the question is thia:
How to select stocks to fulfill the
sound objectives of making one's
dollars grow?

Remamber the recent tale of a
man on relief who aimply exer-
cised "horse sense’ and pyramided
relief dollars into a tidy sum that
yvielded a comfortable income? It
can be prgued that Indy luck was
on his side and that anyone can
make money in a rising market,
Is this really so?

Listen to what the current {ssus
of The First National City Bank's
monthly. letter reports;

‘4t the end of 1058 more than
onesthird of all cammon stocks
liste¢d on the New York Exchange
—and we are pretty certaln this
would be true of the regional ex-
changes—ware selling below thell'
1946 higha.

It took 18 of the 30 stocks, in
the current Dow-Jones industrial)
average, more than 20 years to
get back to their 1820 highp, Four
of the xtocks haven't made AL yat.

At olrrent prices, ‘stocks of
many well-known companies are
selling’ at. prices yielding 2 to ’,h
per eont and Jess. Purchases at
such prices ¢an be rationalized by
the shrewd investor on a basta of
anticipated ' dividend Increases,
However, this involvea either a
long walting period for a substan-
Hal return, or optimigtic expecta«
tions for the future; .

Whan messuring guuu of atocks
allow not only for neral rise
in prices but also for the capital
gainn tax,

The value of stotks must reflect
in the long run the earning pow:rt
er

busdiness ls vitally affected by gov«

ernment policies on laxes, con-
trols, ete,

Rising businesa profits and divi-
dends do pot always follow higher
consumer prices, In Great Britain
during 16468-50 when the Labor
Party waa in power and takes
were” high and government con-
trols rigid, though the cost of liv-
ing rose nearly 22 per cent, the
prices of industrial gliares dropped
17 per cenl.

Finally, says this astute let-

ter: “Using common stocks sa an
inflation hedge would gh-ove futile
if everyone trled it, ifting to
equities would develop accelerat-
ing advances in their prices to a
point where collapse from
overevaluation would almost cer-
tainly ensue."
