For example, Kke a hand recently 
played by Michael W. McCarthy, 
managing partner of Merrill Lynch 
(and all thoie other guya), the 
biggeet itockbrokerage house on 
the North American continent.

West, opened the deuce of hearts, 
and McCarthy won with the ace. 
Naturally, he saw that a shift was 
necessary. As Shakeiipeare (or 
somebody else) said: "He seen his 
duty, and he done it.”

Before we look at McCarthy’s 
bualnessllke return, let's see what 
would probably happen in the aver­
age game.

East might return a club, getting 
absolutely nowhere. South would 
win and take the diamond finesse. 
This would lose, but South would 
win the rest, making the contract 
and two overtricks.

A more thoughtful Fast might re­
turn a low spade. This is, at least, 
the right suit. South plays low, and 
West wins with the queen. Now, 
however. West must shift to a new 
suit. South has time to go after the 
diamonds, and makes ten tricks.

The Right Card
Fast must lead the right card 

as well as the right suit. In this 
case, McCarthy returned the ten of 
spades at the second trick,

Whst could South do? He finessed : 
the Jack, losing to the queen. West, | 
alert to what was going on, re- 
turned the king of spades. This ' 
forced out the ace and picked up 
dummy’s nine at the same time. 

Now the defenders were sure to : 
gel Three spade tricks These, to- j 
gether with the ace of hearts and 
the king of dlsmonds. were enough 
lo defeat the eonlrael

Aa Alsop 
tells the story breathlessly, In the 
present historical tense, "Nasser's 
Syrlhn viceroy, Colonel Abdel 
Hamid Serraj, has been waiting at 
Damascus airport for his Intended 
victim since early morning with an 
eager little company of the Jor­
danian exiles who plotted to kill 
the King In 19S7. But they wait In 
vain. "

The other remaining version of 
the Incident la considerably leas 
glamorous, although It coiikl hsve 
Involved almost aa rtiurh danger 
for tlic King. By this version, 
what hap)jcned w<ls that Jordanian 
offlclala asked the Indonesian Em- 
bas.sy at Ctalro to obtairi official 
clearance for the flight over Syria, 
that something slipped up so the 
request was never made, that the 
King's plane, when it neared 
Damascus, refused to Identify It­
self. snd that Syrian jets then 
went up to follow normal pro­
cedure of requiring the plane to 
land, k-ortunately, they didn't 
shoot It down.

The Klhg himself, and the rest 
of the Jordanian officials, as­
sumed that the clearance had been 
requested and obtained, and there­
fore Interpreted what happened oa 
treachery. Not until the King was 
back In his kingdom, and the 
United Nations representative 
there Insisted on Investigating 
whether or not clearance had been 
obtained, did the Jordanians them­
selves discover It never had hern 
asked.

Tills second version of the fa­
mous flight Is the one accepted at 
United Nations headquarters, and 
Is given as Ihe explaniillon of why 
Jordan quietly withdrew Us re­
quest for Recurlty Coiincll exam­
ination of the Incident.

It Is to be noted, we think, that 
the Alsop version makes the bet­
ter, more exciting, and more con­
sistent story. .Sometimes, how'ever.

n?I*We pleteiy withoute confess, completel 
shame, that we had a blurred time 
of It In the Connecticut voting 
machine on Nov. 4.

We have been voting for 30 
gears, always on the Connecticut 
voting machine, and almost al­
ways, as we remember It, with 
some BfflltUng of our vote. And 
even though we do not happen to 
be one of those people whose 
minds are happy with mechanical 
Intricacies, we think It should be 
granted that. If the average per­
son Is capable of complete fami­
liarity and ease of mind Inside the 
Connecticut voting machine, we 
should have-been practiced enough, 
after 30 years, to know exactly 
what we were doing last Nov. 4.

In actual fact, we left Ihe vot­
ing machine with ah uneasy feel­
ing. And when, a little later, we 
ran Into an Individual whose re­
construction of his own actions In­
side the booth revealed that he 
had actually split sgalnat two 
candidates he Intended to split 
for, we had a flash of nightmare 
feeling In which It seemed to ii.s 
that perhaps we had ended up do­
ing the same kind of thing'..

We repeat that we are not 
ashamed of this. We confess It In 
the public Interest, because we 
think that. If confession were In 
order, thousands of f ’onnecllcut 
voters would Join In It. st least 
to the extent that they felt III at 
ease anti unsure of themselves dur­
ing Ihe splitting process, perhaps 
to the point that they abandoned 
It altogether or llmlled the extent 
lo which they attempted lo prac­
tice It.

The Connecticut voting machine 
Is sn Infernal machine, a devilish 
complication of the most sacred 
rite of a democracy, which should 
be' kept as simple as human In­
genuity can make It.

I f you enter a voting machine 
with I he Intention of casting some­
thing other than a straight party 
vote, you must perform three 
operations

First, you must vole for every- 
borly on one party lever

.Serond, you must then unvote 
Ihe choices you do not want lo 
leave registered.

Third, you must then vote your 
alternative rholees.

This process of vote, unvote, and 
vole ngsin has s hsbil o'f sound­
ing relatively simple when It Is 
desrrlhed outside Ihe voting ma­
chine, and a habit of becoming 
ronfiislng when It Is confronted 
Inside Ihe tension of Ihe voting 
honlh Itself.

In almost every other aliile in 
Ihe union, you gn In Ihe mschlne 
snd simply vote. No \'ole. unvote, 
and vole Sjever s reason for doubt 
or uneasiness. No compllcsied pro­
cess likely to fliisler or confuse

What we have In Corinecllcut Is 
an aboiRInatlon. It ta obvious 
enough, filam the election returns.. 
Ihst hundreds of Ihousands of 
Connectlrul voters nm.steierl It, 
Rut II Is siso probable Ural many 
more shrank awsv front Ms pro- 
eediires, i cglsler'ljig srrmething 
short of ihelr own full, free choice 
aitiong r'linitlilales. And Ihere must 
be those who, like us, fldillrrl and 
fmnblerl enough. In making our 
rholees, to come out cur.ttiig the 
politicians who forte us to vote 
by siicli n procotliire There Is not 
too much eonsolallon, ellher In 
the thought that the parly lever, 
this Nov. i .  ripped and gutted 
some of the politicians who hail In­
sisted It renisln on the Connecti­
cut machine.

Scientists Have Task

In preparing for ipace travel it 
is Imperative we know how 
weightlaaanesa affects the';tiiental 
and phyaieal condition o f humans. 
But almulating weightiesaness for 
extimded. perioda o f time la ex­
tremely difficulL 

Weightlaaanesa, of couraa, will 
be experienced whenever man 
blasts away from the earth in a 
rocket. A fte r  he overcomes the 
force o f 'the earth's gravity and 
the rocket stops firing, it will be­
gin “ coasting’’ into space.

Whether it jg6en Into' orbit 
around the eajth or continues on­
ward, the rocket and everything in 
It w ill be tveightlesa.

The Russians sent the dog Leika 
on aifocket trip to study the reac­
tions of a living animal to the 

8 o f space travel. A  Russian 
aviation medicine expert, D r . V. 
Malkin, hM  reported In a Russian 
medjeal Journal that within four or 
ifiW'minutes after the dog reached 
A,*‘welghtless’’ state Its pulse rate, 
blood .pressure and respiration 
shook o ff the effects of accelera­
tion and returned to normal.

Unfortunately for science, Dr. 
Malkin Ignored or overlooked the 
fact that Laika may not have en­
tered the weightless state at all. 

Artificia l PuU
Lalka, remember, was riding In 

Sputnik n  which tumbled along on 
an orblUl path, (it could be seen 
with the naked eye because of 
periodic change In brightness), 
n ils  tumbling set up a centrifugal 
force providing an artificial pull 
of gravity. In this case, Lalka 
could not have felt true welghtless- 
naas.

This writer has worked out the 
mathematics of the situation: 

Lalka’s container was tumbling 
with a four second period of rota­
tion. I f  the dog’s head was posi­
tioned five feet from the center of 
rotation, then It felt an accelera­
tion of I I  feet per aecond; this is 
approximately one-third of the 
gjravltatiort all of us experience on 
earth.

Hence. If Lalka weighed 30

^pounds on the earth's surface, It 
weighed 10 pounds In Sputnik I I  
—  and true weightlessness re­
quires the absence of anything 
meMurable on any scale.

Thi(i points up the difficulty in 
investigating weightlessness. So 
far, scientists have been able to 
Simulate it for about 30 seconds 
st a time In s plsne. But they 
need longer experimental periods, 
and app«LrentIy this will requlrt 
a great deal more time and e ffo rt 

Unique Platform
Ultimately the solution tnay 

come In launching a "biological 
satellite" in a unique type of 
stable platform.

In the ordinary stable platform, 
the animals are always portion­
ed In a certain direction w 11 h 
respect to space. While they may 
turn around once In the length of 
time it takes to circle the earth, 
thb centrifugal force will be rela­
tively minor.

Again arithmetic shows that if a 
stable platform Is used and the 
satellite has a 100 minute period 
and the distance from the center 
of motion to the dog Is again five 
feet, the dog will be subject to an 
acceleration about one-thousandth 
that of the force of gravity on the 
earth's .surface. This may be so 
small as lo be negligible. But it 
still won’t be true weightlessness. 
There seems to be always a slight 
rotation which gives a small gra­
vitational field.

The only way to overcome this 
is to use a stable platform which 
will rotate once a revolution around 
the earth to compensate for the 
motion of the platform. I f  this can 
be done, then we have achieved 
true weightlessness.

While the Russians' statements 
that Laika was weightless may 
not be substantiated by fact, both 
the Russians and our own scien­
tists will. In time, create weight­
less conditions. But It will not be 
easy. Certainly the Russians, with 
their ability to launch paylods, are 
In a better position than this 
country to succeed.

Annoying (.old Norea Are,

This ia the time of year when 
r  begin lo get ar. Increasingly 
large number of questions re 
gardlng cold soree. This common 
disorder also goes under the name 
of “ fever blisters" The correct 
scientifle la.ue n herpes sim'’ <lex

Few , us escape trouble with 
fever blisters at one lime or an- 
nlher, moat coi imonly around the 
lips or nose. This must be classed 
as an ailment rather than a dan 
gerous disease, since only rarely 
Is this condition associated with 
serious complications.

But some people have recurring 
troiitole with herpes simplex. For 
example, one young lady I know 
gels cold sores on her lips prac­
tically every time she catches 
cold, loses sleep or stays out In 
the strong sun too long. She gets 
most annoyed al>out this.

Moat cold sores come rather 
suddenly and are associated with 
some Infection or event which 
apparently lower.1 out resistance. 
They generally clear up in a rel­
atively short time without much 
difficulty.

The apparent reason for Uvose 
which return to us U because the 
virus whidh ca isei, the condition 
Ilea quietly within the cells, but 
can at any time become active 
again If the reelstance ts lowered 
by such things as Infection, fa­
tigue or exposure to strong sun 
llrht.

The Ire itment of an ordinary 
cold sore is simple. During' the 
blister stage a drying application, 
such as spirits of camphor or 
calamine lotion, Is usually help­
ful. When the blister has broken 
and a c.-utt has formed, s mild 
ointment, such as a heavy cold 
cream, may help lo soflen the 
crusts.

Another treatment that some 
times helps is |o use smallpox 
vaccination. Smallpox ia another 
disease earned by viruses (though 
much more serious, of course) 
and perhaps there is some rela­
tionship betveen the viruses hot 
yet understood.

An Interesting account of what 
aometlmes happens with this form 
of treatmsht comes from Mrs. E.

She wrote that ih e ' has had 
cold sores more often than not 
fo- the iM t 20 years. About five 
years ago ahe asked her doctor for 
smallpox vaccination which hs 
gave her. The:, ahe had no more 
cold sores until four years later.

On request, a fferent physi­
cian vaccinated her for shaallpox 
again, the lever bliatera 'disap­
peared and sht. hopes she will 
be free of (hem for another foul- 
yeara. We can Join her In that 
hope.

When Khrushchev announced 
on Nov. 10 Russian .readiness to 
withdraw' from Berlin he declared 

.4t was time to shelve that part of 
the Potsdam Agreement calling 
for 4-power control o f the city.

But none of the 21 articles of 
that agreement of Aug. 2, 1945 
even mentions Berlin or its 4- 
power status. ’

Khrushchev’s line was that the 
West has violated all parts of ths 
Potsdam Agrreement on Ger- 
many and observed only the part 
about Berlin.

Allied control in Berlin Is based 
on several war-time and post-war 
accords which were signed Inde­
pendent of the Potsdam Agree­
ment.

One of the first accords was the 
so-called London Protocol of Sept. 
12, 1944 which specified that de­
feated Germany would be divided 
Into three zones — France later 
Joined the agreement — and that 
the Berlin area would be occupied 
Jointly by the Big Three, 2kmal 
boundaries and borders of the A l­
lied sectors in Berlin were de­
fined.

Two months later the B ig Three 
signed another agreement in Lon­
don setting up an Allied Control 
Councdl aa the supreme authority 
in defeated Germany and assign­
ing it among other things the task 
of "leading the administration of 
greater Berlin."

In April. 1945, the Soviet Army 
reached Berlin and took over in 
accondance with Allied military 
plans.

On April 28, one day before H it­
ler committed suicide the Russians 
formally assumed political and ad­
ministrative authority In the city.

For more th*n two months the 
city was under exclusive Soirlet oc­
cupation, but the western Allies 
prepared to move In.

Tile Berlin Declaration of June 
5, 1945 on the assumption o f su­
preme authority by the Allies in 
Germany said:

"The area o f greater Berlin will 
he occupied by forces of each of 
the four powers.”

The declaration added that an 
inter-Allied governing authority, 
consisting of the four com­
mandants appointed by their re­
spective commanders In chief, 
would be established to direct Its 
Joint administration.

President Truman wanted to be 
doubly sure of the rights of the 
western Allies. In a message to 
Stalin on June 14, he a g re^  to 
withdrawal of U.S. troops then 
deep in what is now Communist 
East Germany to the zonal borders 
defined In the London Protocol 
provided satisfactory arrange­
ments were made to give acceaa by 
rail, road and air to U.S. forces in 
Berlin.

In his reply, Stalin raised no ob- 
Jectlon.s except proposing different 
dates for the zonal changeover. He 
gave assurances all necessary 
measures would be taken In ac­
cordance with the plan.

Accordingly, U.S. troops re­
treated from' Thuringia and Sax­
ony in Ea.xt Germany on July 1.

Four-power control in Berlin 
was established July 11 and with 
it began what American officials 
later described as a "phase of re­
latively smooth cooperation."

This phase ended in October 
1946, soon after the first demo­
cratic electione In Berlin In 14 
3’eara ended In a resounding vic­
tory of non-Communist parties 
which polled more than 80 per cent 
of the votes cast.

Allied-Soviet relations dete­
riorated rapidly. The Soviets ve­
toed the election of the popular 
Berlin Mayor Ernst Reuter, a one- 
tlrne Communist who had become 
a moderate pro-Western Social 
Democrat. More vetoes in the Kom- 
mandatura, or 4-power Control 
Council, followed.

Gradually, Baat German news- 
papera became. more vituperative 
In their attacks on the western 
Allies.

A fter the London Foreign Min­
isters Conference of December 
1947 failed to achieve 4-poiyer 
agfeement on -a German peace 
treaty the West A lliis  decided to 
go ahead with their plans for 
west German economic recovery,

A  London 6-power meeting. In­
cluding the Big Three, Belgium, 
Luxembourg and The Netherlands 
called for setting up a West Ger­
man federation.

IniMarch 1948, the SovleU left 
the Allied Control Council voicing 
their protest against the London
dccision.s.

On April 1, the Soviets put on 
their first restrictions on traffic 
between Berlin and West Ger-
mnny.

Four days after the Allies an­
nounced a drastic currency re­
form for West Germany the Com* - 
muntsts introduced new money In 
East Germany. Then, 24 hours 
later, they Imposed a complete 
rail water and road /blockade of 
western Berlin on June 24 1948

Green, former Duquesne Unlver- 
alty great three aeasons ago, was 
admitted for observation to Hahn­
emann Hospital, w h e r e  x-raye 
were taken.

In Good Condition 
Green staggered away from a 

jarring scrimmage, unable to keep 
hia balance, bewildered aa to where 
he was or who he waa.

Hahne­
mann authorities said Green was 
in good condition, able to walk'and 
talk.
