They
certified to His faithfulness even to
lhl! extent that He wonld face Caesar
was true,
though Insincerely llven. Back of this
flattery was the base purpose to de-
stroy Jesus. Many today praise to the
face In order to stab In the back.

8. The Ounning Question (vv. 22-
26). “lIs It lawful for us to give trib-
ute to Caesar or not?” At this time
the Jews were galling under the yoke
of the Roman government. To have
answyered this question either by “yes"
or “no” would have involved difficul-
tles. To have answered “yes,” would
havo conveyed the impression of en-
dorsing all that the Roman govern-
ment did. To have' answered, “no,”
would have at once brought him into
conflict with the government. It is
nnot always an essy matter for a
Christian to determine his right re-
lation to civil government,

Ohrllt’l roply lo this question prop-
erly lled Is the
final word on the lubjoct. Until the
civil authorities demand that which
Is a‘ violation of God's law we are
bound to render unto them obedience.
Render unto Oaesar the things due
within the realm of the rights of gov-
ernment.,

But while Christ's answer sets forth
their dutles to civil authorities, He
used the occasion to impress upon
them the duties due to God. Render
unto God the things that are God's.
Man bears the Image of God. There-
fore he should hongr and serve Him,
Since he enjoy’s God's protection and
care, it 1s his duty to own alleglance
to Him, yleld his life to Him In serv-
ice, worship and praise, Everyone who,
enjoys the benefits of civil government
is_obliged to pay the taxes which are

{s more dense thun water, so that
when fully charged the electrolyte has
a density of 1275 to 1.800, which
means that the electrolyte is 1.2756 to
1.8 times as heavy 48 an equal volune
of water. As the battery is discharged
and water is formed by the chemical
action, the elecirelyfe becomes less
dense. Finally, when the density
drops to 1.00 to 1150, the battery
reaches a point when charging is nec
essary. 'Thus the-density of the elec
trolyte Is a measure of how much en-
ergy, or how fully charged the bat-
tery Is.

The voltage of a battery is also
an Indication of the degree of charge.
A fully charged battery shopld have
an open circult voltage of 22 volts
per cell,

The voltage per”cell should not be
allowed to drop below 1.8 before re-
charging.

Whenga storage battery is put on
charge, a direct current is forced
through the battery. The chemical
reaction that takes place during the
charging process is just the reverse
of that which takes place during the
process of discharging. That Is to say,

riod will always exceed the total am-
pere hours drawn from the battery
during the discharge perlog. The
voltage per cell and the specific grav-
ity of the electrolyte are the criterion
of the degrees of charge In the battery.
However, due to the fact that some of
the lead sulphate is not readily con-
verted Into, lead peroxide and sul-
phuric acld, it is necessary at times
to give the * battery an over
charge.

1s determined by the manufacturers
and should not be exceeded.

Don't under any condition
gpark the battery by placing a palr
of pllers or a screw driver across the
terminals,. This will éventually ruin
the battery.

Give the School
a Chance

OW many people in Riverton,
how many parents of children
attending the Riverton Public

School have any conception of the
continuous effort being made by the
principal and teachers and by ‘the
members of the Board of Education
to sccure the best results for the
pupils, individually as well as collec-
tively? To these carnest men and
women the boys and girls in the
school ' are. not: just “pupils”, to be
“passed” through the grades in an im-
personal, routine sort of way. They
are individuals, and. the capacity and
the problems of each are studied and
considered separately so far as is pos-
sible where classes average around
forty pupils to a teacher, and every
cffort is made to develop each child
to the limit of its ability.

The service of the supervisor and
her corps of teachers is not merely a
service for wage. It is an earnecst,
personal endeavor to impart to their
charges high ideals and aspirations,
as well as “book learning.”

And it seems to us that if parents
realized l!l!! great effort that is being
made for their sons and daughters
there would be more cooperation
than is shown in many instances.

A serious and searching survey of
the situation reveals the fact. that
much of the lack of progress on the
part of pupils is traceable to the ab-
sence of high standards of achieve-
ment, and/to the wrong mental atti-
tude toward work. Many of the chil-
dren seem to have little or no concep-
tion of working because they like it,
gr of the joy and satisfaction that
comes from @ task well done.

These children are “drifters.” They
drift through the grade school, they
drift through high schoel if their
educational preparation for life's re-
sponsibilities takes them that far—
then drift out into the stern struggle
for existence where the fate of the
ingompetent awaits them, and in nat-
ural sequence drift into the ranks of
the discdntented—the Bolshevists and
the L W.W.—their hand against
every man, and every man's hand
against them.

This is no fancy figure of speech.
It is one of the alarmingly stern real-
ities which faces the American Nation
today, and upon the proper solution
of?which rests the safety and integri-
ty of our country in the next gener-
ation. '

Much of this attitude of the young

child toward his school life and itsd

activities is due to the home environ-
ment. If children are allowed by in-
dulgent parents to be late for school
because they “do not want to get up,”
how can the child be expected to take
his school work seriously?

If parents whose echildren bring
home month after month reports

* showing unsatisfactory marks in both
studies and deportment, do nothing
about it, how can the ‘school possibly
accomplish the rqsulu for which it
exists? L

Today Riverton is sending eighty-
two pupils to high schools, for which
a tuition fee of $90 each is being paid.
It is right and just that every child in
our great land should have an oppor-
tunity for at least a high school edu-
cation, and that the bill should be
paid by the public. It is a good in-

t in citi hip—worth all it
costs and more. »

But is if{ fair that school boards
should be compelled to spend the
public’s money for pupils who take
no interest in their studies and whose
parets lack cither the foresight or

“the firmness to see that they are
prompt and regular in their atten-
dance at school?

Aside from the financial loss to the
taxpayers, and of infinitely greater
importlné:e, is the loss to the boys
_and girls'themselves and to the com-

PALMYRA'S TAXES LOWER

Saving Brought About By Township
and School Authorities

Palmyra's tax rate for 1923 is $4.58,
17 cents lower than last year, while
Riverton's is $3.37, an increase of 15
cents, .

Palmyra's reduction was brought
about by the care exercised b{ Town-
ship and school authorities in keep-
ing' their budgets down to within a
few hundred dollars of what they
were in 1922, while taxable property
in the town increased by many thou-
sand dollars. )

More than a hundred new houses
were built last year and the prospects
are that continued building in 1923
will bring other tax'reductions in the
future, or at least produce a much
greafer revenue at the same rate.

Cinnaminson Township's rate rises
from $3.57 to $3.85.

Many communities in the county
pay much higher rates than Palmyra
and Riverton.

The news of Palmyra's decrease
will be cheering to its citizens, es-
pecially as there had been reports
current that the rate would take an-
other jump this year.

We now face the greatest tragedy of
all time.  No record In the annals of
history approaches it.

I. The Place of Crucifixion (v. 83).

The skull is an apt picture of man's
condition as the result of sin—life
and intelligence are gone, leaving only
the dark empty cavern which once
contalned them.

1l. His Companions on the Cross
(v. 88).

Two malefactors were crucified with
Him. Thelr names ave not given. This
is a fulfillment of the Scriptures. “He
was numbered with the transgressors,”
(Isalah 58:12),

11l. His Forgiving Love (v, 84).

He cried, “Father, forgive them.”
He doubtiess had In mind not only the
soldlers who acted for the government,
but the Jews who In their blindness
were Ignorant of the enormity of thelr
crime. He had no hatred in His heart.
He yearned for thelr salvation.

IV. The World Revealed (vv. 84-43),

Jesus Christ on the cross Is the
supreme touchstone laying bare the
heart of the world.

Men are right
when they say that all women are
gossips, and women arc cqually right
when they retort that there is as
much gossip in the smoking car, the
billiard room and the business office
as there is in the sewing circle,

The onc thing that people can never
know enough about is what other
people are saying, what they are do-
ing, how they got the way they are.

And why not? The world will
never come to an end nor will it cease
to improve as long as folks are inter-
ested in one another.
