1 . I refer to 7our1 memorandum of December 5, 1966 requesting a note 
on the status of highway intenance in Ghana. 

/ 
2. Aa briii'1y desqll'ibed in our Dack-to-Ottice repor t or December 2, 
1966, the recent mission consisting of Mr. Parthasarathi and IIJ'self found 
that highwa7 maintenance la inadequate. This view is based on our field 
trip on t he m ating roadls between Accra-lumaai (both routes, via loforidua 
and via libi), Iumasi -TaMroradi, Takoradi-Accra, Accra-lade, and Accra-Tema­
Akoeombo (Volta River Da10) . 

3. Virtually the ,-thole of the approxunate:i,. 500 miles of main paved 
highways seen are overdue, for resealing, all haTe substantial nUJllbers o£ 
potholes and, on some o~ler sections of roads, lengths vaqing from 50 7ards 
to half a mile have collJll()eed and require total reconstruction. Onl.7 about 
35 miles of main gr& vel 110a.d were seen, but this section was in auch a bad 
state as to be impasaabltO in sOllla places. Our own vehicle onl.3 got through 
b7 reason ot being t owed by an agricultural tractor. It was not raining at 
the time, though there lul~d been rain previQua.ly. Since the roads inspected 
are aa:ne of the most irlq>c=irtant in Ghana, it aaems reasonable to assUlll8 that 
the · rest of the 2000 mil~1s of paved roads and over .3000 miles of gravel 
surfaced national roads aitre not likely to be in better condition. 

4. The mirsion bel,ieTes that virtuall7 the whole of the bituminous 
pavod road syst em will ncoed extensive patching, reconstruction of some 
lengths, and all will necOd resealing. The granl roads will all need exten­
sive reshaping, improvem41'1lt or drainage, and ragraveling. In other words, 
a complete c;ycle ot peri~•dic maintenance bas been omitted, very little of 
such work having been d<>11e since about 1960. !he backlog of J11&intenance 
work on the national roadl eyetem aust be of the order of US$20 million or 
more. 

S. The mission fo and that the PWD organization, staffing, equipment 
and financial allocation•• are inadequate to cope w1 th the wlume of work 
required. The financial position is much less !&'YOrable than indicated by 
the budget, since a subs1Mmtial part of the funds so allocated are not in 
fact released to the PWD., 

6. The or ganizat14,nal and equipment situation had been greatly' aggra-
vated b7 the previous Goiromment having broken up ti)41. then PWD organization 
and incorporated it into the Ghana National Construction Corporation which 
was mainly concerned witll construction. Atter the change of government in 
Februaey 1966, the GNCC 1ras split again into the PWD (Ministry of Works and 
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Jfousina) Md the State Construction Corporail;ion. However, b7 t.hJ"tiine the 
equipment had aoa'tq wom out•• there a••• to haw 'been little or no 
provision tor replac8118nt. In spite ot a f llni rec1111t purcbasu or ne11 equip­
•nt, the PWD is axtraael.y short ot eerri.c••ble equiplleot. It 1s only at 
about SO% strength in profea•ional atatr. 

7. The mission had extended discuaaiJpns with the Colluaaioner tor 
EconOllie Atta.ire, Kr. B.W. Oaaboe, the ~led.oner tor Housing and Works, 
Mr. Isif'u Ali, with their principal. aecreta!H.es, and with the Engineer 1n 
Chief and a nuaber or other senior ott:1.oers in the Public Works Depariaant. 

8. The lliaaion stated t.heir !1.nding•1 as to the condition of road 
maintenance and •de •uc1eet1one as to how~. arrears of work might be 
carried,.t. The short.eat practioable tiM ro111 this is about tour years. In 
view of the conilit1on of the PWI>, the servi1ces of ccnaultanta and contractore 
would be needed to supplement the lud.ted l1110unt of work which could be 
carried out by departaent&l fore•• • D>.e lli,asion suggeawd that the Oovern­
nmt engage\)l suitable firm ot oonaultanta :to set up and atatt a 11apecial 
maintenance" section in the PWD to assist iitt d.?'llwing up a works program, 
preparing contracts and supe!"'lising the wo111k. 110pera.tion Backlog11 is seen 
as ope:re.ting in a unner YeJ7 a1m1lar to a conatruction program. Contracts 
could be prepared tor sizable lengths or r~~d, or groups of roade, to 
include (in the case of paftd roads) heavy patching, reoonstr1,1Ction or 
lengths where necessary, and resealingJ to11 g?W.vel rot.de, the contracts 
would include heavy resbaping and regraveli~g, as well aa drainage works 
required. Individual eections ot road woul.d be taken over trom. the PWD 
ma1ntenance forces tor the duratico or the contract and banded back a:f'ter 
completion. Resident Engineer• would be ?"•~uired in the uin regional 
headquarters, to eruperdse groups of contra~cts, on each o! 'Which would be 
stationed appropriate auperv.isors. 

9 o 'l'be need tor longer term measureaJ to improve highway administra-
tion, organizatim and $8.intenance was alsc~ discussed with the Comldssionera 
0£ Economic A:tfairs and of Works and Hous~lg, as well as vi th the Public 
Works Departaent and with the USA.ID Miss101J in Ghana. All agreed that the 
proposed USAID finanoed transport study" s~~uld include highny a<ninistratian, 
organization and 'Uintenance. The USAID ~I.rector, Mr. R.M. ca.shin and the 
Assistant Direeto~ for Programs, Mr. o.w. ltvane, stated that negotiations 
tor a contract with Ro'bai!t R. Nathan and A••sociatea tor- carrying out the 
etuey were al.Jllost completed and their team was pro'Viei.onally due to arrive 
in Ghana on January 13, 1969. ~• prev:l.ou.1• negotiations with Stt.nrord 
Research Ins titute had been l-roken ot.t ffld1~g to taUure to reaob agreement 
with the OOYemment on the terms or the eot11t.raot. The etudy ie to be carried 
out in two phases. Ph•se I (fi"t'e months) 1dll define 1n detail the scope 
or work for Phase II (about thirteen monthl•) which will include the oi-gani­
zation and highway maintenance studies. !fot" Phase lI report should there!'oN 
be available about mid-1970, which should 1be in tiJlte for consida;oation by 
the Bank and the Government at the time of an appraisal or a future hi~ 
construction project. 
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10. The reeant:q canploted UNDP financed highway' etud1" c01Tered only-
feasibility studies of the two hig}twaya, .lccra-l'mnasl and '.l'a71)1,ad1-(umas1. 
lbe orig1nal terms ot reference dratted by Mr. Bickers and ~s~a.r. dated 
Novmber .30, 1966, had included a etua;, or highway admini.st~tJ.on and 
maintenance~ including preparation ot detailed proposal.a tor a program and 
budget for highway maintenance for the 7ears 1968 through 1970 and general. 
outlines of maintenance requirements tor the .following three r~,a.rsJ the 
program was to dif'ferentiate botwaen routine and periodic ma1n1\enanca. 
The report was alao to cover stat.ting, maintenance methods and eqUipment. 
Jbwever, this part of the terms ot reference waa omitted from 11ha request 
to UHDP aubmttted at the end of 1966. I understand this was ai~ the request 
or the Goverm:lent., supported by the Abidjan Ottioe and agreed bj1 Bank head­
quarters on the understanding that the reduced cost would encbl,e the U?U>P 
to deal quick:cy with the application under its cnntingoncy f~'1c1ng arrange­
ments and that the highway acmdnistratlon nnd maintenance stud:5.ee :would be 
carried out und&r the USA.ID financed transport atud;r which was alrea.ctr under 
discussion. At meetings 1n the Bank on Pebruar.y 2, 1967 and at, USAID 
(rkshington) on June 19, 1968, copies o! our original. terms o! .reference tor 
higl:rw~ administration and tn.aintenance vere given to the US~ID rcpresentati-.ea, 
who undertook to include similar terms ot retormee in their p?11~osed trans­
port stuw. The USA.ID Mission in Ghana confirmed to the .Bank ~tissian that 
th8'1 ha'ffl a copy ot our draft torma or ref'erenee and that ,men terms o~ 
referen03 are prepared for Phase II ot their transport study, thoy will 
incorporate our proposals.

11. Although th, long tem. rcorgnn:iz&tion \1ould have to •1wait the 
Ua\ID study report, the mission inq:>resaed o:i tha Oovernmait th111t urgent 
action hould be taken 1n the meantime to iJll,roTe hi~y Jnain1,enanoo on 
t.:he lines of "Operation Backlog" referred to above, primari.11' 1,o min.imize 
turther serious deterioration of the roads and also to a'ft>id flliture di!'f'i-
c ulties Wh.:Lch would arise when tha Bank cam to appraise a f'utli~e construc­
tion project. Such an appr-a.isa.l mi~t take place late in 1970, b, which 
time tho Bank would probabq o:ipoct to see, substantial progress on tho back­
log or road maintenance lfOrk.

Introduction 

1. In accordance with the tenns of reference dated November 15, 1968, 
an appraisal of the proposed p roject for the detailed engineering o.f the 
~cra- Kumasi and Takoradi-Kumasi highways was carried out between N1ovember 19 
and 28, 1968. 

Findings 

2. The mission inspected the existing roads and reviewed with the 
Government and the consultants the UNDP financed feasibility studies of the 
two proposed highways which were carried out by the Swedish consultants, 
Kjessler and Mannerstrale . The consultants agreed to clarify a number of 
points on which the information was available only in their Stockholm office . 
The mission's tentative conclusions are : 

(i) the preliminary engineering has been carried out satisfactorily; 
and 

(ii) both highways would have an adequate economic return . 

J. The detailed engineering would be for 235 miles of new roads, which 
could be constructed over a period of three years starting in 1971. The 
engineering would cost about US$2 million., of which about US$1.5 million would 
be the foreign exchange component . The cost of a construction project for the 
two roads would be about US$45-50 million. 

4. The Government has invited proposals from six consulting firms and 
expects to present the evaluation and proposed selection to the Bank by 
early February 1969. 

$. The mission directed the Government's attention to t he following : 

(i) Road maintenance is inadequate . There is a backlog of periodic 
and routine maintenance which would involve US$20 million equiv. or 
more . Urgent action should be taken to step up road. maintenance, 
employing contractors, the State Construction Corporation and 
consultants, to enable the work to be carried out as quickly as 
practicable, say, within four years;

(ii) The present PWD organization, staffing, equipment, as well as 
the financial allocations, are inadequate; 

(iii) There is no machineryfor coordinating transport policy and 
investments. 

6. The mission was infonned by USAID, Ghana, that an overall transport 
study, which they are to finance, is expected to start in January 1969, and be 
completed by about mid-1970 . The study would include the subjects listed in 
para. 5 above . The findings are eJq'.)ected to be availabl e before the constructiol\ 
project is appraised, and should be taken into consideration in the appraisal and. \o< 
any conditions that should be att achod to the construction project loan/credit. 

1. The implications for the Government ' s budget of the possible constzuc-
tion project as well as a program to deal with the large backlog of maintenance 
were discussed. The Government bel ieves that the local currency costs of both 
programs could be financed through its budget.

Howe'nr, the propoaala in 7our letter include a time...echedule that 1a, 
I am afraid, quite impoaaible tor ua to follow. If we wre to conaider 
a loan or cndit tor the detailed engineerina of the two trunk roade, 
we could .not appraiae thia project until n bad reoeiTed at least 
the draft final report on the preae.nt teuil>Uit, atwt,o We uau:me 
that w Jd.ght have tbia bJ about September 1968, and that beoauee of 
the other atepa that hue to be tollonc:l w woo.ld not therefore be ill 
a poaition to aip an agreement until Februar, or March 196941 1:be 
1968/9 dr, aeaaon would thua be wll advanced be.tore a start could be 
Ja&de to final •naineering work. I abould add that eTe.D it we could 
appraiee a project tor the detailed engineering ilmlediatel.1, it ia 
unlikel.1 that we could aigo an agreement before October or NOTember 
.next.

&Toid aubatantial del.81• would be for the Oo'ftrD!le.nt itaelt to 
fiuance initi.al]J the coat of detailed enciJleering &D<l to follow 1our 
proposed tim..,acb.edul•(,) Our &ppraiaal would the be related primaril.1

I ahould like to confira our 
cable ot April 3, which atated that w would han .no objection either 
to thia procedure or., it you prefer, to 1our De1otiat1J21 direot.l-1 with 
Messrs. Kjeaeler and Manneretrale who are .now e:agaged an the feui'bilit7 
atudiee and preliminary engiJJeeriDg. 

We are encloeiJ2g an outline dratt,of the terms ot retere.noe for 
carr,iug out detailed e.n1ineerin1. Tm•• are neoeaaarill" lfl'itten in 
general tenu and would prob&~ .n .. d ao• moditicatio.n a.nd ampliticatio.n 
to auit the particular cirowutanoeao For example., the aectiona on the 
"Scope of Work" and "Location and Sm-n7" ahould be expanded to describe 
the studies and preliminary augineering ~ carried out and which 
should be made aTailable to the conaultanta (referred to aa the l!Jlgineer). 
Also the scales ahOlm are te.ntatin and wq:require to be TUied as 
appropriate for th• particular requirementa or tor ata.ndard11atio.no 
With regard to your request tor auapl.e engineering contracts, we belien 
that aa the terms o! th••• T&r'1 ao mch trm cue to cue, it ia beat 
that the contract should be pre~ by 1ou to nit your apeoitio 
eircumst&neea, and we •uae•t that the consultanta theuelw• prepare 
a first draft tor ;rour consideration a.nd :negotiation. We ahould., 
however, like to ban an opportunity to cOllffllnt cm it before it 18 
fiJJally agreed &nd signed. 

It was a· great pleuure to see you in Waahingto.n tor the Mgotia~ 
tion of the proposed power aredi i, and I . look tornrd to our next 
meetingA
