Artificial Human Organ and its Future

	 Organs are the part of 
our body that perform vital 
function and create cause to 
our body.
	 As, organ failure is one 
of the leading cause around 
the world. Around 20 peoples 
die everyday because they 
don't receive a donor organ in 
time. So, engineered 3d organ 
could shorten the transplant 
waitlist drastically as well as 
decrease the death numbers 
who die everyday due to lack 
of matching donor organ. 
About 90,000 deaths per year 
could be prevented by using 
engineered artificial organs 
for transplants. According to 
US National of medicines, 
National institutions of 
Health, an artificial organ is 
an engineered device that can 
be implanted or integrated 
into human body to replace 
a natural organ and duplicate 
or augment specific functions 
so the patient may return 
to normal life as soon as 
possible. 
	 Now, the question is, how 
artificial organs are created?
The process to artificial organs 

requires the use of updated 
and modern technology such 
as 3d printers which use 
living cells and biomaterial 
to produce working bio-
artificial organs. The process 
of manufacture of artificial 
organs includes 4 steps:- 1) 
Pre-Design 2) Material and 
construction tool preparation 
3) Cell integration 4) Post 
multi-Tissue maturation.
	 The market for artificial 
organs is projected to grow by 
about 11 billion US $ within a 
few years. It is also predicted 
that by year 2025, artificial 
kidneys will lead the future of 
artificial organ as the need for 
donor kidneys is increasing 
day by day.
	 In the US artificial 
kidneys may project a demand 
of about 14.6 billion US $ 
by year 2025. By monitoring 
the expected bright future of 
3d printed organs, several 
countries & companies around 
the world look to invest in this 
quickly developing science 
of engineering organs for 
transplant use.

	 Tesla was founded 
in 2003 by two American 
engineers Martin Eberhard and 
Mark Tarpening in San Carlos, 
California. The company was 
originally called 'Tesla Motors'. 
Later, its name changed to 
'Tesla' in 2017. The name of 
the company was inspired 
by the 19th century intentor 
Nikola Tesla. The two founder 
started to company following 
general motors recall of all it 
ev1 electric cars as a massive 
opportunity to create a new 
market. A market that would 
break the traditional belief that 
high performance led to lower 
fuel economy in automobiles.
	 In 2004, founders went 
looking for venture capital and 
connect with none other than 
Elon Musk. He was quickly sold 
on their vision and contributed 
over 30 million dollar in start 
up capital and served. Ava 
had was named as the official 
CEO of the company. Mark 
Tarpening, lan weright, Elon 
Muxk and JB Starwbell were 

all considered part of the 
original co-founder of Tesla. 
Their vision was to create an 
entirely electric sports vehicle 
and also be a technology 
centric company focusing on 
constantly evolving its battery 
proprietary motor and its 
computer software following 
the formation of the company.
	 Elon Musk took an active 
role within the organization. 
He oversaw majority of 
the design and engineering 
aspects of their first model 
'The Roadstar (2006-2008). It 
achieved 245 mile (394km) on 
a single charge. The vehicles 
electric motor was powered 
by lithium-ion cells that could 
be recharged from a standard 
electrical outlet. Despite a 
federal tax credit of $7,500 for 
purchasing an electric vehicle, 
the Roadster's cost of $109,000 
made it a luxury item.

	 Because of demand for a 
more in expensive vehicle, the 
Model 3, a four-door sedan 
with a range up to 568 km 
and price of $35,000 began 
production in 2017. The Model 
3 became Tesla's best-selling 
model and the best selling 
electric car of all time.
	 Tesla released another 
cross over, the Model Y in 
2020. The Model Y shared 
many of the same part with 
the Model 3 but is was smaller 
and less expensive.
	 Tesla announced several 
models to be released early in 
the 2020, including a second 
version of the Roadster, a 
semi-trailer truck and a pickup 
truck, the cyber truck which 
had a bory angular design 
design that excited controversy 
when it was first unveiled.

Shumsher. New recruitment 
also continued as war 
continued. A total of 16,544 
Nepalese soldiers bought 
in support of British at that 
time. At the same time, Nepal 
provided one million pound 
to the British as support in the 
war.
    Nepalese 
force exhibited 
extra-ordinary 
bravery and 
made the British 
win many 
difficult wars. 
So, the enemy 
also praised 
the bravery of 
the Nepalese 
soldiers open 

heartedly. Many Nepalese 
soldiers were awarded with 
the most reputed "Victoria 
cross" and "Military Cross" by 
British government and also 
provides one million rupees 
annually to Nepal as a mark of 
gratitude. Chandra Shumsher 
was given  the title of General 
of British Army.
